Prices are quoted in CDN$, advertisements can be submitted through the year.  Deadlines for each publication are stated below. Prepayment is required for all advertisements and must accompany the order form.  Orders from outside Canada must be accompanied by an international money order, or paid by Visa.  Canadian orders can also be made by cheque or money order. Please make your payment to the Canadian Association for Music Therapy.  Payment must be made in full before the advertisement will be printed.  There is a $20 charge for NSF cheques.

All advertisements must be print ready.  CAMT official languages are English and French; we recommend advertising in both official languages.  Translation is available through CAMT, at an additional cost to the advertiser at a fee of $.30 a word.  Please contact the Advertising Committee for information.

Advertisements are accepted in black/ white and color.  Color advertisements will appear in the electronic versions of the newsletter, the journal, the sourcebook and on the web site.  Black/white advertisements will appear in the hard copies of the newsletter, the journal, the sourcebook and in the conference program, unless the advertisers wish to pay for the additional expense of color advertising in the hard copies. The Membership Directory of the CAMT Sourcebook will be published in a bilingual edition.  We recommend advertising in both official languages.
